Totals for 2008:  
NC American Legions have adopted this cause and the total amount they 
collected in 2008 was 16,441 lbs., (FYI:  It takes 1,267 tabs to make up 
a pound of aluminum), for a total of $12,650.65. 

RMHD overall total was $23,680.63!!! (That‛s about 35-40 million pop tabs!)
