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Sail On Ralph...

Ralph Mac Donald the Grammy-winning
writer, producer, percussionist and Coral
Reefer died on December 18" after a

ong iliness. He was 67. He had suffered
from a stroke and lung cancer in recent
years.

Until health problems sidelined him a
year and a half ago, he toured regularly
as a member of Jimmy Buffett's Coral
Reefer Band.

The son of legendary Trinidadian
calypso performer MacBeth the Great,
he began performing as a small boy
when his father would have him dance
on the drums.

At 17, he landed a job in Harry
Belafonte’s band, where he remained
for a decade. After telling Belafonte he
needed authentic calypso music, he
wrote the album “Calypso Carnival”.
Soon afterwards, MacDonald launched
his own publishing company.

He gave the company two years when
he pitched Roberta Flack a song he had
written, “Where Is The Love” it became
a multi-million-seller. MacDonald worked
with a who’s who of artists, including
Amy Winehouse, Billy Joel, Paul Simon,
James Taylor, Diana Ross and Grover
Washington Jr. “Just the Two Of Us”
was first released on Washington’s
album “Winelight,” which MacDonald
wrote and produced.

He is survived by his wife, Grace, and
four children
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Bubba Has Boat to Build

Jimmy Buffett was in southern Mississippi recently where he donated a boat to his
alma mater University of Southern Mississippi.

The Miss Peetsy B was originally built as a Navy boat in 1973 by Uniflite.

The 33-foot vessel will be used to ferry school children through the marshes of South
Mississippi and on excursions to Deer Island. USM officials said the boat will also
be available to the public for programs like Sea Camp, ecological tours of the Biloxi
Bay, and trips to Deer Island.

“When you ignite the minds of kids and show them the ocean for the first time, it’s a
life-changing experience,” Buffett said.

The couple paid $4.95 million for the
house at 309 Garden Road, according
to the filed in the Palm Beach County
Clerk’s office

As described in the sales listing, the
custom house in the “island
contemporary” style has a “Zen-like
retreat feeling,”. “Mahogany-framed
glass doors slide open and disappear to
create an indoor/outdoor lifestyle
befitting a tropical resort.”

The property includes a guest suite
above a two-car garage and comes with
beach access.
